The @oweisthe predicted (EZNEC) performancefor the 2 meter Y agi-Udas
antennathat was designed for field day adivities. Note that the predicted
performanceis for perfed groundcondtions at a height of 120inches.

The antenna was constructed using 05 ID (inner diameter) copper tubing.
Note! If one used adifferent sizeof antenna dement material the differencein
eledromagnetic wave speeals could be significant. Also, the SWR bandwidth
would be somewhat reduced. The PV C pipingwas 1.0 inch OD (outer diameter)
material. Note! Some locations have very thin-walled 1.0 inch PVC materia,
which | did na use. All antennajoints onthe main antenna suppating frame were
glued in-place

The 50 olm coax line had its shield separated from the center wire and two
conreding complete drcular eledricd attachment cli ps were soldered to the ends.
The length of these two sedions, groundand center wires, will ad as part of the
total dipole length sedion, /2!

The antenna openings, exposed wires, etc. were dl covered with ahigh
grade of silicone seder. The measured and predicted antenna performance, SWR,
with the antennaontop o my test stand and with approximately 60 ft of 50 ohm
coax attached, are & $1own in the following figure.
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In the eowve figure SWR-E refers to the measured test stand experimental
data and SWR-T refersto the computer program (theory) predicted SWR values.
Obviously, my test stand locaion and ???%are having a very positive impad on
my measured SWR values. Also nde that the experimental data ae for the
antenna oriented at a45 degree angle with resped to the groundwhereas the theory
isfor ahorizontally oriented antenna. We will wait and seewhat data set turns up
at the seleded TEARA Field Day location.
