 Lets try to increase the number of hams and non-hams that check into the 
TEARA 6 meter net.  A couple of possible options for achieving this goal are as 
follows:     First, if you know of a amateur radio operator in our area that might 
be interested in our net, Chronicles, etc. send me all the information that you 
have and I will t ry to contact them.  Second, if you know of someone that might 
be interested in becoming a amateur radio operator, invite them over to your 
radio shack and let them check in.   
 

The protocol for allowing a non-amateur radio li censed individual to use 
your radio is outlined in the following information that I received from Ronnie 
Reams, WA4MJF:  

 
The licensed operator has to be present and able to take control 

should the third party do something illegal.  The third party can not make 
any adjustments that affect the transmitter.  The third party can ID and 
operate the RTL (release to listen) control.   The third party can only talk 
to other countries with a third party agreement with the US and all 
international third party traffic must be logged and the call signs both the 
US and the other country must be given.  The third party can do anything 
that  the control operator can/allows the party to do, except make any 
adjustments that affect the transmitter.  The third party can adjust the 
volume, squelch, listen on input, etc. , but can not change frequency, set 
CTCSS transmit tone, adjust power output, etc. 
 
Just have this third party say, "(Net controller call sign), pause, this is 
(Call Sign Of The Control Operator), (Name), no traffic, over."  Then the 
third party can respond as everyone else does to the net.
